We are all really looking forward to
getting to know them all and see their friendships begin as they settle into their new
classroom. The first part of the term will focus upon this and ensuring that the children
have a positive start to school life. As well as ensuring that the children feel both happy
and safe in school, we aim to create a love of learning for all of the children. In
Reception, we feel that the best way for this to happen is learning through play and
through the exploration of the children’s own interests; therefore, our learning may
encompass many different topics throughout the terms as it will be child-led.
