	Find out about one of the countries Charles Darwin visited on his voyage (not the Galapagos Islands as we are learning about those in school). What can you find out about the country?

	Choose one animal to research and find out how it has adapted to help it to survive in its environment. Make a poster to explain how this creature is adapted to its surroundings.
	Charles Darwin saw lots of species of penguins on his journey around the world. 
Try and solve this penguin problem with the information below:
• 3 penguins ate 30 fish. They each ate a different number of fish.
• The amount of fish the first penguin ate was a 1- digit prime number.
• The amount of fish the second penguin ate was a prime number.
• The second penguin ate more than half of the fish.
How many fish did the third penguin eat?

	Charles Darwin was interested in all types of animals and plants, especially ones which were extinct. Find out about a creature which is now extinct and create a fact file.
